MANDATORY REQUIREMENT OF DOCUMENTS (IN ORIGINAL) DURING ADMISSION  

 

1. Laboratory Test: At the time of reporting to the institute, the student must bring the latest X-Ray Chest (PA 

view) with his/her name mentioned in the X-Ray film, ECG, reports of CBC, Random blood sugar, Urine 

analysis, Blood group & Rh factor done at a Government/NABL accredited laboratory.  

 

2. Original Bank Draft worth Rs. 3165/- (Three thousand, one hundred sixty-five only) from any Nationalized 

Bank in Favor of AIIMS Guwahati, payable at Guwahati, SBI Branch Code 64360. Please write your Name, 

Mobile No, All India Rank, and email-id (In at the reverse of the Bank Draft. Handwritten DD will not be

9. Self-attested copy of certificate along with original from the Board showing his/her date of birth.  

10. 12th Class Migration Certificate  

11. Self-attested copy of mark-sheet along with original of the qualifying examination i.e. 12th class under 10+2 

Scheme/Intermediate Science or an equivalent examination in proof of having secured 55% or more marks (50% 

in case of SC/ST candidates) in aggregate in the subjects of English, Physics, Chemistry and Biology.  

12. The Candidate should also bring the following certificate, if applicable*: a. SC/ST/OBC/EWS Certificate* 

issued by the competent authority and should be in English or Hindi language. Community should be clearly 

mentioned in the certificate. OBC/EWS certificate should be same as provided to Examination Section, AIIMS, 

New Delhi within in due dates. 

 Note: OBC Certificate* should be issued by the competent authority for central Govt. jobs/for admission in 

Central Govt. College/Institute. The sub-caste should tally with the Central List of OBC. OBC Certificates that 

are applicable only for respective State Governments shall not be acceptable. OBC certificate must be in the 

Central Govt. Format as prescribed in the prospectus. OBC Candidates should not belong to Creamy Layer.  

* The allocated seat of candidates who fail to produce valid certificates of respective constitutional categories 

(OBC/SC/ST/EWS) will be forfeited and the candidates will be permitted to participate in further rounds under 

UR category subject to conditions applicable to UR merit list.

 NOTE: Documents 14-18 must be filled up completely and duly signed before submission. 

 Hostel: It is mandatory for students to stay in the hostel during the tenure of the course. Students should arrange 

the items like water jug, tumbler, a plastic bucket, a mug, a pillow,  Bed sheet, and Dustbins. Two locks to ensure 

a comfortable stay.  

IMPORTANT: Please note the institute shall not reimburse any expenditure incurred by any student because of 

travel and maintenance in connection with your joining the Institute. The date of commencement of classes will 

be from 8th August 2025.  

Candidates are informed that if she is found unfit by the Medical Board, then they will not be admitted in this 

course & the decision of the Medical Board shall be the final. 

 All Medically Fit Candidates are required to join the course immediately. They are advised to bring the prescribed
